The Symphony Wins the
Gold

Danish films have been showered with
first prizes this year. It started with an
Oscar for Babette's Feast, but that was
just the beginning. In the middle of
May Copenhagen Handelsbank’s new
film about Denmark Danish Symphony
won the Golden Camera Award in
competition with 1,350 short feature
films from twenty-nine nations. The
prize was awarded at the US Industrial
Film and Video Festival, and film
buffs consider it to be the short fea-
ture’s equivalent to the Golden Palms
awarded at Cannes. Vor Bank talked
to the film’s dircctor, Sune Lund-
Sercnsen.

Actor Michael Falch had just solved
his latest murder in paradise at the
Nordisk Film studios at Valby, when
the telephone rang. “Congratula-
tions, Sune! You’ve won the gold,”
was the message from the USA.

“Of course, I'm delighted. But I've
been so busy, I barely realise what’s
happened,” said Sune Lund-Serensen.
The good news came just as he was
putting the final scenes of his new film
Murder in Paradise in the can. It is a
sequel to Murder in the Dark, and will
be having its premiere this autumn.
“The award means that we’ve achieved
what we set out to do with Danish
Symphony — put Denmark on the map.
We’ve marketed our country in the
widest possible sense, so that other na-
tionalities get the urge to come and
visit us and buy our wares. We’re too
much inclined to tell each other how
small we are and how little we're good
at. | don’t think that’s a good starting
point. Too many official films about
Denmark start with the narrator say-
ing ‘Denmark is a small country’. |
take the opposite approach: Den-
mark’s hard to spot, but it’s got a lot.”

A puzzle

How much ground does Danish
Symphony cover? In just under twenty
minutes it tells the story of Denmark
in pictures and music. Denmark in all
kinds of weather; Denmark going to
the ball as well as to the beach. The
royal dog, Balthazar, is a kind of nar-
rator, although his script is restricted
to a single bark. Danish industry is re-
presented by a number of companies,
such as United Breweries, Bang and
Olufsen, Grundfos and Danish Dair-
ies, to mention just a few. There are
hundreds of shots, and it is small
wonder that it took Sune Lund-

28

Serensen and his team nearly two
years to fit the different parts of the
puzzle together.

A new look

The story ol Danish Symphony goes
back to 1986, when Copenhagen Han-
delsbank asked Nordisk Film to pro-
duce a feature presenting Denmark -
and the Bank - to audiences at home
and abroad. Sune Lund-Serensen was
chosen to direct the film, because he
had already built an international rep-
utation for short features, not least of
all with the film Advantage Sweden, the
title of which plays on Sweden’s repu-
tation in world tennis. “It’s difficult to
make a film about your own country,”
he says. “There’s always somebody
who wants to know ‘why didn’t he put
that in?” But [ think that my many
years abroad (primarily in Sweden,
Editor) enable me to give all the clichés
a new twist. [ believe I could make a
film about any country. Take Switzer-
land. I would cheerfully undertake to
make a film about it seen through a
hole in a piece of Swiss cheese. When
you’re making short films, you have to
decide on a general approach to the
subject before you start. You can’t
really work to a script.”

Inspired by the Queen

“Denmark is a photogenic country,
and I think Danish Symphony gives it a
sharp profile,” Sune Lund-Serensen
told us. “The film is about history,
about scenery, about a lot of cogs turn-
ing in big corporations. I think I've
created a modern film with plenty of
action. The object is to make Denmark
an attractive and interesting place, and
I hope I’ve succeeded. I think I drew
my inspiration from one of the
Queen’s New Year speeches - the one
where she said that we should be
proud of being Danish and stop hav-
ing inferiority complexes.”

When the project started, there was no
way of knowing that the Bank would
end up with no less than two films
about Denmark. But summer sunshine
was such a rare commodity in both
1986 and 1987 that it took a while to
collect sufficient footage with blue
skies. However, there were plenty of
aerial shots, and these were assembled
in the story of the driver of the flying
bus in the film . ..And That Was Den-
mark, which had its premiere last year.

Go West

Heavily laden with cardboard boxes,
display screens, loose-leaf binders, tel-
ephones, filing cabinets and potted
plants, the train of removal vans drove
west along Jyliingevej to the promised
land. But they were not transporting
real pioneers, for a brand new building
stood waiting at their destination. Ejby
3 was taken with the minimum of
bloodshed - one cut finger.

On board the year’s first wagon train
westward was Group Personnel and
the Personnel Department, followed
by the Training Department. And all
of them came on station surprisingly
quickly in their new surroundings. For
you cannot shut down two big service
departments, just because it is moving
day.

Ejby now has one more entrance - Se-
curity Post E at 33 Ejby Industrivej.
From the large parking lot, the way
leads through a Handelsbank-blue au-
tomatic swing door to the vestibule,
with its marble reception desk, and a
group of sofas for waiting guests and
trainees. The walls are decorated with
paintings by Edvard Matwijkiw, who
also illustrated our annual accounts
for 1987.

And there is colour on the stairways
too - not merely for aesthetic but also
practical reasons. A red, a blue or a
yellow staircase is a very good point
of reference if one suddenly gets lost in
this huge building.

The ground floor contains lecture
rooms and an auditorium for two
hundred people. The exits open onto
one of the most attractive features of
the complex - a Japanese garden com-
plete with pathways, bushes and or-
namental stones. The oriental layout
of the garden is seen at its best through
the large windows on the first or se-
cond floor.

Both the large open-plan areas and the
various offices are in light colours, and
the many windows ensure plenty of
daylight.

Ejby 3 is not yet fully occupied, but the
last removal vans will be going west
this coming autumn. By then, Copen-
hagen Handelsbank in Ejby, with its
1200-1300 staff, will be the next biggest
employer in the Borough of Glostrup.
Only the county hospital employs
more people.

My First Home

When one has just left home, it can be
a shock to realise just how much
housekeeping money one needs. The
bills mount up, and there is neither
toothpaste, toilet paper non tomato ket-
chup in the house. Living on one’s own
costs a lot more than many young
people realise. For several years now,
the city council of Odense has been
running a project aimed at telling
students about various types of ac-
commodation and preparing them to
stand on their own two feet. This year
the project was co-ordinated with the
big Building and Dwelling 88 exhibi-
tion at Blangstedgaard outside Odense.
Trine, Malene and Dorthe are 16 years
old and attend the tenth grade at
Nazsby School in Odense. They still
live with their parents, but when they
leave home in a few years they will
probably know at bit more about what
it costs to live on one’s own than many
of their contemporaries. Along with
fellow students in four other local
schools, they have been taught what to
look out for when deciding to set up
one’s own home. As part of their social
studies, the students were visited by
two of the staff of our Odense Branch,
who told them about our home sav-
ings scheme.

“Moving from home costs more than
we thought. In fact, it’s horribly ex-
pensive, and your personal finances
need to be in order,” says Trine. She
already has one foot outside the door -
on the way to Brussels, where she
hopes to get a job as an au pair girl.
“I can’t afford to move just yet. I've
learnt that at least,” says Malene, who
dreams of being a hairdresser and is
seeking admission to basic vocational
training in service industries. At the
moment, Malene earns her pocket
money by doing cleaning a few hours a
week. “But I’'m no good at saving up.
The money seems to slip through my
fingers. So I suppose I’ll have to keep
living at home for a while.”

Dorte is a little better at saving up. She
has a spare-time job in a shop, and
puts half of her monthly wage aside —
in a home savings account. “I’ve de-
cided I want to move when I'm 18,”
she says.

The curriculum also includes the bank
association’s Money Game, which has
been a tremendous success with the
students. Each one of them has to

choose some kind of vocational train-
ing: for example, as a nurse, engineer,
painter or bank clerk. They then make
a number of case studies with the help
of a minicomputer. For instance, they
simulate the progress of a course of
studies, open accounts, buy foreign
currency, and establish loans. Here,
the guest teacher is another member
of our staff.

“It’s fun to play. We've also learnt that
we actually have more money to our-
selves than the adults,” says Trine. The
three girls have nothing but praise for
the project. Malene says: “It was an
exciting and unusual teaching method.
We also saw a fair amount of videos
about different kinds of building.”
One of the videos was Copenhagen
Handelsbank’s film ‘Og det var Dan-
mark’. It was chosen because it was
filmed from the air, and shows a

number of different homes, both old

and new - from old terraced houses to
castles. It was very popular.

This year’s project ran in conjunction
with Building and Dwelling 88, which
is the year’s biggest exhibition with
over 600 new homes of every kind for
all kinds of people. The students had
the chance of furnishing six batchelor
apartments under the joint title ‘My
First Home’. Each appartment was
suited to an imaginary person chosen
by the students in advance. There was
an apprentice cook with a penchant for
discoteques, an environmentalist male
working at an old people’s home who
was a keen supporter of Greenpeace,
and a girl weaver with a liking for na-
ture foods.

“It wasn’t easy. A group of twelve had
to decide on each room, and of course
everyone had his or her own ideas
about colours and furniture. But after
a good deal of discussion we finally
agreed,” Trine says. The result was six
completely different rooms where size
was the only thing in common. When
the exhibition closes, the rooms will be
rented out to ‘real’ young people, who
will probably change everything, think
our three ‘interior decorators’.

The driving force behind the Bank’s
home training is marketing officer
Jytte Bjerner of the Odense Branch.
She has been the contact to the bor-
ough school consultant, and they work
very well together. “In my opinion, we
are the only bank in Funen that the
education authority has any respect
for, in the sense that we make serious

offers. The school consultant is regu-
larly inundated with cinema tickets,
invitations to soft drinks parties and
free gifts. He often has to say ‘no’. But
he’s worked with us for so long he
knows that when we offer something,
it’s something substantial.

Clearly, the training project gives the
Bank an opportunity of contacting a
lot of young people. “We take part be-
cause we come out to a large group of
potential customers. But apart from
that - and perhaps even more impor-
tant - it is good for our image. It’s dif-
ficult to say how many accounts will
be opened because of a few hours
teaching. But we’ve written our name
large - not least with the city council,”
concludes Jytte Bjerner.

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Objets d’Art for the Winners

There was a time when the ‘main prize’
of the Ideas Competition - the famous
blue glass elephant — was followed up
by a good dinner in town for the
winners.

Nobody disputes that this was in itself
a good idea. On the other hand, even
at a time when Babette’s feasts are all
the rage, there is no denying that any
meal, no matter how luxurious, will be
forgotten sooner or later. Accordingly,
the supplementary prizes in the latest
rounds of the Ideas Competition have
been in the more durable form of artis-
tic glassware and ceramics.

The two artists who have been deliver-
ing their wares as prizes in the Ideas
Competition this year have, of course,
been selected in close consultation with
the Bank’s art society.

The ceramics are the work of Kirsten
Rise Kristensen (born 1948), who has a
smallholding at Hastrup south of
Hjerring where she has installed her
workshop and showroom. Her special-
ity is stoneware and red-clay ware, but
for the past few years she has been
experimenting extensively with porce-
lain, which she says has proved “‘very
troublesome”, since she wants to make
a flawless end-product. She therefore
rejects a large part of the output from
her kiln.

The glassware is produced by Per Rene
Larsen (born 1949), who was trained in
his craft at the School of Applied Art
in Copenhagen and at the Glassmak-
ing School at Orrefors. He started
Snoldelev Glassworks in collaboration
with Skak Snitker, but now runs Fa-
nefjord Glassworks on the island of
Men in partnership with Helene San-
degard.

Both Kirsten Rise Kristensen and Per
Rene Larsen are in great demand.
They have held many exhibitions and
will doubtless hold many more.

“Copenhageners are a spoiled breed
when it comes to art” is the message in
the catalogue showing the year’s ac-
quisitions by COCO?’s art society. The
capital is where all the big, official ex-
hibitions are held, and the city is full of
galleries and showrooms.

That was one of the reasons why the
society decided to move the annual ex-
hibition further west to Slagelse - or to
be precise to the beautiful Gimle
gallery. Another equally good reason
was that it enabled the society to add
some sparkle to Slagelse on the occa-
sion of its seven hundredth anniver-
sary.

The society’s decision proved to be
right one. Many visitors came to the
Gimle, and the exhibition also received
ample coverage in the local press.
Slagelse is on the eastern side of the
Great Belt. West of the Great Belt,
Horsens Kunstmuseum, a relatively
new museum housed in an old build-
ing in a very pretty location, was
chosen by the society for the exhibi-
tion.

True to form, the year’s acquisitions -
about 200 works of art — did not re-
present any common theme. There
were enough different artists with
enough variations in style to suit every
taste among the society’s two thou-
sand three hundred members. How-
ever, there are two main principles be-
hind the acquisitions: they are all con-
temporary works, and most of the ar-
tists are Danish, although other na-
tionalities, mainly Scandinavian, are
represented.

Spring was the setting for a number of
big meetings, such as the AGM, the
annual get-together of managers, and
the many shareholders briefings
around the country. Several thousand
people - staff and shareholders alike -
gathered to hear the general manage-
ment and directors take stock of the
year gone by and give their expecta-
tions of the year to come.

Here too, the programme inciuded a
film show on the Bank’s progress dur-
ing the year gone by, and several
members of the audience had a word
or two to say into the wandering mi-
crophone before the time came for
another screening of Danish Sym-
phony.

This spring, fourteen shareholder
briefings have been held all over the
country, and the series will continue in
the autumn.

A gilded male about 30 centimetres tall
brought some glamour to our Bag-
sverd Branch on a visit in company
with the film director, Gabriel Axel.
The name of the gilded male was, of
course, Oscar, and he came to thank
the Bank for the bottle of champagne
it had sent him when Babettes Feast
was voted best foreign film at the
academy awards in Hollywood.

On April 8th, we received the news
that ‘Reggie’ had died after a short
illness.

Reggie, who was English by birth,
came to Japan shortly after the Second
World War, and lived there for the rest
of his life. He loved the country and its
people. He was often more Japanese
than the Japariese themselves, and his
knowledge of Japanese language and
culture was a byword among the for-
eign community in Japan.

It was Reggie who established Copen-
hagen Handelsbank, Tokyo Represen-
tative Office, in 1978 - first under the
auspices of the Nordic Banking
Group, but later in COCO’s own
name. In the summer of 1985, he was
‘kicked upstairs’, as he used to put it,
when he was appointed Senior Advisor
to the office.

All those who met Reggie, whether in
Japan or Denmark, remember his
sense of humour and warmth. He was
a true Englishman and, at the same
time, a hard-working banker, who was
often at his desk late into the evening
as is the custom in Japan.

It is sad that Reggie did not live to en-
joy his retirement, which he intended
to devote to a book about all the
things he ‘didn’t know about Japan’.
His colleagues at the office always used
to tease him that it would probably be
a very thin book.

Reggie will be missed by all of us at
COCOTO.
