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economists, who are better than the
journalists at deciphering company ac-
counts or a pile of statistics, in order
to find precisely the figures that contain
the grains of a story.

Teleborsen does not hold daily editorial
meetings, but everybody knows what
their colleagues are working on and
what has been planned for the day. Only
on Friday, is there a meeting for all the
staff to discuss plans for the following
week.

Flexible planning

Editorial planning is highly flexible. Tele-
finans shows how many subscribers have
read an article — a piece of information
that enables the staff to change the prior-
ity of the day’s articles quickly.

“If we plan to send a staffer to a confer-
ence in the afternoon, and we see the
same morning that nobody has read the
preview, then we naturally don’t waste
resources in sending him,” says Claus
Givskov, the chief editor. “We can keep
abreast of how much interest each item
of news is generating, and tailor our
coverage accordingly. A newspaper
completely lacks this option.”
Telefinans has no ambition about com-
peting with the daily press, but would
rather be a supplement to it. “We want
people to look at us every day. It’s true
our subscribers can get the same infor-
mation in the paper tomorrow — but
they can also get it from us the same
day.”

A wealth of possibilities

Telefinans not only produces articles.
The editorial office also send out reports
from the Copenhagen Stock Exchange
and key figures from the National Bank
of Denmark. Important announce-
ments, such as the Prime Minister’s op-
ening address to the Folketing, are sent
over the wires unabridged.

“The system undoubtedly has a much
greater potential. In the early spring, we
reckon on having registered Green’s
commercial directory, and I can imagine
other sources of information that sub-
scribers might want to have on tap,”
says Claus Givskov.

The editors reckon that they can find
potential customers among accountants,
lawyers, head-hunting firms, estate
agents and Danish expatriates - all of
whom are the type who might conceiva-
bly want to have today’s news today
rather than tomorrow.

Brondby FC

“A gimmick,” murmured the sceptics
and the investment experts of competing

banks when Brendby FC, Leif Jensen, a
stockbroker, and Copenhagen Handels-
bank went public by offering six million
kroner’s worth of shares on the Copen-
hagen Stock Exchange.

We all know the cynics were proved
wrong. Over 17.000 would-be share-
holders put their names down for a total
of 46m kroner’s worth of shares. In
other words, the issue was oversub-
scribed a whopping seven times. Let us
be honest with ourselves: this historical
floatation would have been a success
without any help from Copenhagen
Handelsbank. Nevertheless, the great
job done by the [ssue Department of our
Merchant Banking Division, the branches
in the Brondby district and else-
where in our organisation did make a
difference. The success of the issue and
the press coverage that _followed in its
wake have given Copenhagen Handels-
bank some welcome publicity.

Pleasant surprise

“We were optimistic about our chances,
of course - otherwise we wouldn’t have
made the attempt,” Brendby FC’s suc-
cessful chairman, Per Bjerregaard, said.
“Even so, we were pleasantly surprised
that the shares sold like hot cakes. Not
surprisingly, most of the shares were
sold in the Brendby district, but our fans
in other parts of the country have also
been taken care of.”

Yes, Brondby FC dribbled onto the
floor of the Stock Exchange with almost
Laudrupian elegance, and as we go to
press prices have hit the ceiling: the
shares are being quoted at 240% of par
value as against an introductory price of
150. The new shareholders have injected
nine million kroner into the club, bring-
ing the total equity to over 12 million
kroner.

“With this increase in our share capital,
we hope to stengthen our position, sta-
bility and continuity. At the same time,
it will gear us to the demands that are
automatically made on a business as ex-
tensive as Brondby FC has become,”
explained Per Bjerregaard.

Not vulnerable

He is convinced that the six thousand
Brendby shareholders have every reason
to be satisfied. “Like every other share-
holder, they are putting up risk capital,
and I think time will show that they’ve
made a good investment. In fact, I'm
convinced that the shares will be worth
even more. Of course, there’s a lot of
positive psychology involved in being a
Brondby shareholder. Now, some of our
many supporters own a part of their

club. The bonds between supporters and
club are cemented,” he said. “Inciden-
tally, I'd like to point out that Brendby
FC is a business like so many others.
The bottom line is what counts. When
an investment analyst says that the price
of the shares will fall if Peter Schmeichel
drops the ball and lets in a goal or if we
lose a couple of matches in a row, I have
to be blunt: He doesn’t know what he’s
talking about. What counts is whether
we can live up to the budgets.”

But there’s no denying that Brondby FC is
in a very uncertain kind of business. What
happens if some of the big European clubs
sign up key players like Brian Laudrup,
Claus Nielsen, Lars Olsen or Kent Nielsen
in the course of a few months or so?

“Well, I've got two things to say. First,
we are very close to our players, and we
take the time to plan their future sys-
tematically. In return, they promise not
to put the club in the kind of awkward
situation you’re talking about within an
agreed period. Second, we were one of
the first clubs in the country to put an
end to the sale of Danish football stars
at knockdown prices.

Adventure story

The story of how Brandby FC - the lit-
tle village team which, in just 22 years,
played its way from the fourth division
to the top league of European clubs -
remains a classic adventure story. When
Harald Nielsen and Helge Sander
launched the idea of professional foot-
ball in Denmark, Brandby FC threw in
their immediate support.

“Every threat is an opportunity to exam-
ine new possibilities. We were eager to
give professionalism a try, even though
we felt handicapped in relation to the big
clubs. But we had blind faith in our abil-
ity to make a go of it. That faith, com-
bined with the esprit de corps that the
management team had then as now, was
one of the secrets of our success. Neither
must we forget the huge staff of 700-800
volunteers who’ve stayed with us
through thick and thin. We may be a
business, but we still have room for
good, old-fashioned idealism,” Per
Bjerregaard emphasised.

The Football Doctor

Brendby FC have preserved the best in-
gredients from their happy amateur days
and coupled them with modern business
principles. In December 1985, the club
launched its fuli-professional concept
(the first Danish club to do so), and a
month previously Brendby FC had be-
come the youngest team ever to win the
Danish championship. Since then, the
club has gone from success to success.
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Success with the public — as demon-
strated by the gates at their matches,
success with the local authorities, and
success with the companies, including
CHB, who are its sponsors.

The secret is talent, fighting spirit, pro-
fessionalism and the loyal support of the
fans. But in the midst of it all is, of
course, Per Bjerregaard, the doctor with
the mild eyes, who seems a far cry from
the typical, rough-hewn football man-
ager and who has discarded his stetho-
scope to devote all his energies to the
task of leading this successful club.

Father and son agree
Our shares are worth a
goldmine

The success of Brendby Football Club
in its bid to join the European elite de-
pends on a faithful and growing band of
supporters. Vor Bank visited two
members of the staunch Brondby family
- father and son, Bjarne and Kim
Jensen, 45 and 22 years old.

“When we heard about the plans to
float Brandby shares, we thought it was
great idea. Naturally! Why? For the fun
of the thing, and because we wanted to
give our club solid support. Of course,
it’s fun to follow the share price - espe-
cially just now - but we didn’t do it for
the money. We wouldn’t dream of sel-
ling our shares, and we don’t mind that
they probably won’t pay a dividend for
years,” they agree.

“We bought our shares in the tent at the
stadium, where we have regular places
for all Brendby’s home matches. Six or
seven of us go to the matches together,
and we’ve been supporters since way
back in the late sixities.”

Father and son agree that Brendby is
the team. Brisk, attacking, fair football,
with plenty of individualists. “There’s a
really good atmosphere at the club,”
says Bjarme Jensen. “I think it has some-
thing to do with the management style.
We have great respect for Per Bjerre-
gaard and the rest of the management
team, and now that we own a piece of
the club, we feel even more at the centre
of things. It’s a great feeling.”

Bjamme Jensen used to take flowers home
to his wife when Brendby FC won. “1
can’t afford it any more,” he says em-
phatically. “I’d go bankrupt from buy-
ing flowers. I might even have to sell my
share to meet the flower bills. That
would be terrible.”
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Solo in Senderborg

One of CHB’s good customers in Sen-
derborg, classical trumpeter, Per Niel-
sen, has made an LP, which is in itself
something of an event.

Southern Jutland is a part of the
country that has always had a lot to
offer, not least in the realm of culture.
The blody battles of yesteryear with
the great Germanic neighbour to the
South have given way to jousting with
the artist’s brush, the poet’s lines, the
trumpet’s tones. The atmosphere in
the borderlands stimulates the artist,
not least because it has long been the
custom in this part of the world for
culture and corporation to collabo-
rate.

Impossible concert

And that is how it is with the Sender-
borg Branch - the Head Office as they
call it down here — and Per Nielsen,
Coco customer and trumpeter with
the Southern Jutland Symphony Or-
chestra. He is the soloist in a quite un-
usual recording. Per Nielsen is the
third trumpeter to attempt what his
fellow musicians around the world
call ‘the impossible’, the unattainable:
Michael Haydn’s Trumpet Concerto
in D Major (Michael was the younger
brother of the great Josef).

A minor exhibition celebrating this
feat is shown in the windows of the
Senderborg Branch. Here, the public
can seen copies of the very decorative
record cover featuring the poster by
Wiinblad and the diminutive piccolo
trumpet on which Per Nielsen made
the recording. The Senderborg
Branch has covered itself and demand
by buying up an adequate supply of
this unique recording. Incidentally,
the project was supported by a large
number of local foundations, not to
mention Queen Ingrid and Princess
Benedikte. Any profit from this non-
commercial project will be donated to
the King Frederik Foundation for the
Promotion of Music in Southern Jut-
land.

Philanthropy

In fact, a lot of good old-fashioned
philanthropy has been expended on
this historic LP, which, besides the
‘impossible’ Haydn Concerto, also
contains performances of three other
baroque composers: Leopold Mozart
(Wolfgang Amadeus’s father), Tele-
mann and Albinoni. The sixteen
members of the Jutland Symphony

who accompany Per Nielsen on the
record performed free of charge in
their spare time, and Per Nielsen him-
self has laboured on the project for
months.

Armand Ole Perch-Nielsen, who 1is
chairman of the Southern Jutland
Symphony Orchestra, has skilfully
played his keyboard of contacts. Fi-
nally, designer Bjgrn Wiinblad has al-
lowed the free use of his great placard,
which was originally created for one
of the Bergen festivals. Many others
are deserving of mention.

“Haydn’s Trumpet Concerto is every
trumpeter’s dream,” says Per Nielsen.
“You have to play a range on the pic-
colo trumpet which is almost physi-
cally impossible.”

Looks good on the visiting card

For a trumpeter to play the ‘impossi-
ble’ notes in this concerto is compara-
ble to a world-class high jumper mak-
ing the jump of a lifetime on a good
day.

That is why this concerto is never
heard live. “Not even if the soloist is
Per Nielsen,” he insists. Only two sol-
oists have dared to take it on before:
the world-famous Ludwig Giittler of
East Germany and that sublime
Frenchman, Maurice André.
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Some Like It Hot

“Business is not the only challenge in
the life of COCO staff located in the
dynamic financial centre of South
East Asia. Bankers must also have
good stomachs to cope with the job,”
says Journalist Jens Erik Rasmussen,
who has visited Singapore Branch on
the 12th floor of the Ocean Building.

It takes a good stomach to be an ex-
patriate employee of Copenhagen
Handelsbank in Singapore. When trav-
elling in South East Asia you may be
introduced to some very exceptional
delicacies when business negotiations
are followed by a good dinner. Camel
pads in sweet and sour sauce is a rare
appetizer to come across on a Danish
menu. It certainly requires strength of
will to keep a stiff upper lip when the
main course is sea sausage and you are
expected to wash it down with mao/tai
— Chinese aquavit that tastes and
smells like petroleum, but burns better.
If these exotic delicacies are rounded
off with durian, a local fruit, a banker
in pain staggers home to bed that
night. Durian fruits smell like rotten

eggs.

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To be fair it should be added, however,
that this menu is unusual, but these de-
licacies have been among the chal-
lenges to Martin Kristensen’s stomach
after he joined Singapore Branch in
the spring of 1986.

But it was not that kind of challenge
that tempted him to skip his job as
head of Project Finance at Holmens
Kanal for a life in the hub of finance in
South East Asia.

“Based in Copenhagen 1 travelled
about 100 days a year, but it is exciting
to actually stay on in a totally different
environment with a culture of its own.
We are very independent in Singapore
Branch. Due to the time difference it is
rarely possible to consult Head Office.
South East Asia is a growth area and it
is always fun to be where things
happen fast,” says 3l-year-old Martin
Kristensen.

A Financial Oasis

Copenhagen Handelsbank has been
active in Singapore since 1970. We
started out with a Representative Of-
fice and in December 1984 opened a
branch headed by Christian Sonnen-
stein.

The branch, which has a staff of 24,
occupies 500 sq.m. of office space on
the 12th floor of Ocean Building in the
heart of Singapore’s financial district
where banking and insurance tower
block structures stand close together.
In 25 years the small island with a
population of only 2.5 million people
has developed into a financial pivot of
South East Asia that cannot be ig-
nored. Here is the world’s largest port
in fierce competition with Rotterdam;
here is an airport servicing about 10
million passengers a year, and 300,000
motor cars. To get all these facilities to
work, about 15 per cent. of the area is
plastered with asphalt roads and park-
ing space. Tower blocks have shot up
like mushrooms on a damp autumn
pasture — a structure more than ten
years old is a rare sight. It is the cleanest
and most tidy city in the world and the
fine is 1500 kroner for throwing a cig-
arette end or crossing a street outside
a pedestrian crossing.

Many companies have bases in Singa-
pore. The island, which is about the
size of Bornholm, is looked upon as a
financial oasis in the region. Tele-
phone, telex and other communica-
tions systems are among the best in the
world. Telephone systems are delivered
within a week — something that takes
months in the countries surrounding
Singapore. Everybody speaks English
and the work force has the highest
level of education in the area.

The presence of the many Chinese and

some Indian business people means
that the country is a gateway to the
enormous market of China first of all -
but also India.

All-round Advisory Services

“Singapore is the biggest commercial
and financial centre in South East
Asia, and about 70 Danish companies
are represented in the country. This is
the largest concentration of Danish
business people in the region. It was
our wish to be where our customers
are and that was one of the main reasons
for opening in Singapore,” says Chris-
tian Sonnenstein.

“Our branch is a typical wholesale
bank, and the typical customer is a
Danish company in Singpore. The
bank grants credits, opens documen-
tary credits, issues guarantees, deals in
foreign exchange, etc., etc.

“Other Scandinavian and European
companies are also counted among
our clientele, and we participate in the
financing of large projects in collabo-
ration with other big banks.

“Qur advisory services to Danish bus-
iness people often have an extra di-
mension in relation to Denmark. For
example, we give advice on choice of
schools for the children, about where
to buy the best furniture, how to find a
flat and other practical things that we
have been through ourselves.

“There is a tiny Danish colony in Sin-
gapore, and we meet many of our cus-
tomers at social functions, which
makes our relationship more open.
However, it is very important to draw
the line between social and busines af-
fairs,” says Martin Kristensen.
Copenhagen Handelsbank is very ac-
tive in the ‘Danish Society’. We spon-
sor for example a Danish club in which
the dice game of balut is played with
great enthusiasm. Balut is the word for
a semi-hatched duck’s egg, which is a
local delicacy. But is is also the name
of a dice game rather similar to yatzy.
About 30 to 40 people meet regularly
and throw dice until late at night.
There is a Copenhagen Viking Cup
competition every year instituted by
Copenhagen Handelsbank.

“The game is for men only, but re-
cently we paid a great tribute to the
equality of the sexes by deciding women
may participate in the game one evening
every ten years. It used to be every twenty
years,” said Martin Kristensen.

Believers in the Pyramid Structure

The branch has an international at-
mosphere with staff from four nations.
In addition to Martin Kristensen, there
is Michael Stjernholm Jensen and
Tony O’Shea from Ireland in the For-

eign Exchange Department. Christian
Sonnenstein is from Sweden and also
boss of 20 local employees — mainly
Chinese.

“A different management style is re-
quired when you have Chinese staff.
They are more orthodox than Scan-
dinavians and - contrary to SAS Pres-
ident Jan Carlzon - believe in a py-
ramid organisational structure. The
Chinese are diligent and loyal to their
employers, and it is normally easy to
get well educated and steady staff.
Trade unions are not very influential,
and as far as I know none of our staff
are members of a trade union. The gov-
ernment fixes a salary scale each year
in collaboration with the NTUC,
which is the Singapore equivalent to
LO (the Danish Trades Union Con-
gress), Normally there are no prob-
lems, as the chairman is also second
deputy prime minister of the govern-
ment,” said Christian Sonnenstein.
“Social convention here is different
from a bank in Denmark,” adds Mar-
tin Kristensen. “Irony is something
one should be very cautious about, as
many local people would find it insult-
ing. Criticism should be given very
tactfully and discreetly and never in
the presence of a colleague, which
would mean losing face. It is good for
one’s tolerance to work in an envir-
onment with a different mentality,” he
says.

“Working conditions are also different
from what we have at home. We are
performing considerably more repre-
sentative functions, and our consump-
tion of visiting cards must set the Co-
penhagen Handelsbank record. Work-
ing hours are flexible, and we have
meetings several evenings a week,”
says Martin Kristensen.

“Being flexible, patient, outgoing, and
having a liking for travel are some of
the necessary attributes when one is
going to work in a foreign part of the
world.

“One week you may sit and negotiate
in the tranquility of a drowsy Pacific is-
land where the first couple of days pass
with introductory conversation. And
the next week one may perhaps be in-
volved in tough and head-on negotia-
tions with some Americans. It requires
a good measure of adjustment,” con-
cludes Martin Kristensen. .
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Life Among Medals

Our electrician and handyman for
many years in Horsens has arranged
his own prvate collection of orders
and medals in his pent-house flat in the
Bank’s domicile. Even though 80-year-
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old Mr Olaus Nielson is no longer in
active service, he pays daily visits to
the Bank and he receives with great
pleasure those who come to see his tiny
museum.

O. NIELSON, ELECTRICIAN it says
on his door sign. And the sign below
tells us that this is also the meeting
place of the Young Conservatives. But
in Horsens and abroad the occupier of
the flat is known for something quite
different, and that is as collector of
war medals and grand crosses from all
over the world. His flat at Radhus-
gade holds some 3000 and his collec-
tion is - if not the largest in the world -
then, at any rate, “the largest in Eu-
rope,” says Mr Nielson without false
modesty.

The many orders cover an entire wall
in one of the rooms, which must be
Denmark’s best concealed museum.
On the sloping walls opposite the ex-
hibition case hang drawings, photos
and paintings of kings, queens, prin-
ces, presidents and field marshals from
two centuries and just as many coun-
tries. All portraits wear orders match-
ing the real ones in the exhibition case.
In this way Mr Nielson can put his
many medals into the right historical
context when visitors from far and
near come to admire the collection and
learn from old man’s incredible exper-
tise.

Mr Nielson was born in Horsens 80
years ago. He is the son of a German
mother and a Swedish father. Until he
went on pension, he worked for many
years as an electrican with a big local
electrical business. By way of his job he
came into contact with many people
and firms, including Copenhagen
Handelsbank, and his many acquain-
tances have helped him to many of the
medals in his collection. Although
most orders are foreign, Mr Nielson
has actually never been outside Den-
mark. He has corresponded with for-
eign collectors through his friends, and
many have visited him to exchange
treasures.

It all started with a button

It all started with a button. A shining
button from a railway uniform caught
the attention of the then 10-year-old
school boy when he walked on the
bridge over the old railway track
Horsens. Olaus picked it up, took it
with him home and polished it so that
it looked like gold. Being the good and
law-abiding boy he was, he asked his
mother if he should hand it in at the
police station. His mother said no, and

to the brass button was soon added
several other uniform buttons from the
police force and the fire brigade. Olaus
got his first real medal when he was 16.
Since then the collection has grown
bigger and bigger, and at some point
his modest digs could not hold all the
medals. Not until he moved to
Radhusgade did Mr Nielson get the
space he nedeed for his collection.

Mr Nielson has hardly bought one sin-
gle item in this collection. He has got
some in exchange, received some as
gifts, found some or stolen them from
the Germans during the occupation.
But the greatest treasure from that
period he got by sheer accident. The
Cown Cross with diamonds was lying at
the bottom of a box from a junk dealer
in Germany. It has only been given to
Mussolini, Goring, Keitel and Rommel,
but it is definitely not Mussolini’s, as
his decoration was destroyed when II
Duce was executed in Italy. Mr Nielson
only knows that the cross was found in
the Wilhelmstrasse ruins in Berlin.
Another rarity is the order bestowed
upon the man who helped Mussolini
escape from his captivity in a moun-
tain fort. According to Mr Nielson this
order has only been given once. The
collection also includes big things like
the high decorations from the French
Legion of Honour and the Golden
Fleece, which is the highest order of
Austria.

Lives on bread and water

The fact that there are predominantly
Nazi orders in the show case does per-
haps seem strange considering Mr
Nielson’s harsh experiences during the
war.

“I was interrogated and tortured by
the Gestapo because they suspected me
of sabotage against a factory. I was not
innocent. But war is politics and in
here I am unpolitical,” he says. A
photo on the wall of Mr Nielson wear-
ing a Young Conservative uniform
with Sam Browne belt and breeches
shows that this has not always been the
case.

Mr Nielson’s modest way of life is le-
gendary. He has never been interested
in money, although he could have
made vast sums by selling some of his
decorations instead of exchanging
them.

“What would I do with money? I live
on bread, a little cake and boiled
lemon water.

Despite the modest surroundings of
the museum, visits are not few and far
between. School classes or histori-
graphers of orders alike are given a
warm welcome. Despite his old age,
Mr Nielson also travels round the

country and shows some items from
his collection at exhibitions. “I buy a
ticket for myself and one for my medal
plates. When the ticket collector asks
me who the other ticket is for, I say
that a friend of mine will join up with
me at the next station,” says Mr Niel-
son.

Although Mr Nielson is still full of vi-
gour, he is well aware that one day he
will have to part with his collection. He
has therefore bequeathed it to the Col-
lection of Historic Orders and Medals
in Copenhagen. Here the many medals
and orders will be sure of getting a
place of honour.
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True Blue

Planning, planning and more planning
is why that jumbo event, Copenhagen
Handelsbank’s Sports Day, was again
a roaring success this year.
